Delores recognized man who l i ved 2 blocks a\vay, took her 
fa t her t o ident i fy man . \-lent to cops. 

Dr. Edwin, Albano, Es sex Cy. Med. Examiner said she was hit by small caliber 
bullets (7/16).

The Jones family lives on Fairmount St., about three blocks from Springfield 

AVe ••• But they could also stand on t heir porch and watch t he f ew s tor es i n 
t heir block looted and burned. 

11 There was so much going am we couldn't sleep,'' Dolores said. " Mama came i n 
the house and tried to sleep f or a while, but she jus t dec i ded to s tay up all 
n i ght. " 

She and Dolores and Cons tance, t he 11-yr.-old daughter sa t on t he porch for 
t he r ema inder of t he night. 

About 6 :30 the ne i ghborhood o f crowded t hree-story de terio:tated hoa ses 
seemed quiet . There wa s only a crowd of young men j iving with ea~h other 

' on a corner. 
Some car s were even venturing t hrough t he bat t le zone type s treets. Traffic 

was lgght. Through t he hazy dawn came a Gray Cadillac driven by a white man 
A man from the crowd on t he corner ran to t he mi ddle o f t he black ahead o f t he 
car edging along in tra fficf He hurri'edly aimed a gun at the man. 

A shot rang out. Mrs . Jone s , s tanding oppos i te t he car and t he sniper , 
screamed and fell on the porch . She had been shot in t he che s t. Delores 
tried to take her i nto t he house, bu t couldn 't lif t her . 

" You shot my mother, 11 she shouted to t he man . The gunman merely s t ood 
· t here . A f riend of his r an over and told De lor e s her mother ha d only been 

grazed and t hat e very t hing wo,uld be all right if she go t a big sppon t o keep 
Mr s . Jones from S'Y7a llowi ng her t ongue and taa t r ubbing alcohol on her chest 
wou l d he~p t he wound. 

De l ore s saw t he gunman shoot and looked at him immediately afterward, but 
could not remember t he expres s i on on his face. 

She shouted to Mrs. Bernice Smatt, who lives with t he family, t hat her 
mo:ther had been shot, and took of f for an uncle's house two lblocks .i way. ­
When she and ·t he uncle retunned, an ambulance had arrived and wa s preparing 
to leave with !Mrs. Jones. The woman died on t he way to City Hospital •. _ 

De lores recognized t he gunman Monday afgernoon two blocks from her home 
while she was on a trip to t he grocery store. She ran home, told her 
father, who drove her back to t he store • . They reported their discovery 
to a nearby patrol car. The cops ma de t he arre s t 

Police Report (source : Capt . Zizzo , 4th Precinc t - - verbal to be s t of hi s knowledge ) 
A ma l e negro , Eybind Lee Chand l er , 33 , was throwing rocks at cars pass i ng 

on Rairmonnt Ave. A whi t e mo toris t stopped t o go after Chandler, and Chand ler 
pulled a gun f rom uncle~ his shirt. The motorist got back in his car and 
headed down Fairmount. Chandler f ired at t he car, missed, and the bullet 
struck Mrs. J 0 nes in the chest. At the time Mrs. Jones was sitting on her 
porch with her 11- and 15-year-old daughters. Chandler was in front of 
250 Fairmount. 

The following day, the 2 daugh ter s saw Changler at Camden & 14th streets. 
They search~ f or a pihihice rqdio car, found one, and positively iHRttHIIl identifie d 
Chandler. 

On July 20, the Gr and Jury indicted Chandler for homocide. William ww.c urry
